
V I N TA G E  N O T E S
Small in quantity but huge in quality and concentration. Yields 
were naturally down after three large harvests, and some 
inclement weather in the spring further limited the size. Vines 
had no problems fully ripening a smaller crop during the early 
starting growing season, resulting in small but extremely 
concentrated, flavorful berries. Stellar, intense wines and 
tannins with great aging potential.

V I N E YA R D  I N F O R M AT I O N
Since 1981, the Bundschu family has crafted a limited bottling of the 
vintage's most elegant and expressive vines with the designation 
Vintage Reserve. Winemaker Keith Emerson selects individual barrels 
to blend a wine that showcases the distinctive character of 
Cabernet-family grapes grown on the southwest slopes of the 
Mayacamas Mountain Range. Our 161+ year old estate vineyard lies 
eight miles north of San Pablo Bay on steep, shallow soils of volcanic 
ash and tufa, exposed to pervasive maritime breezes, long daylight 
hours and extreme diurnal temperature shifts. Top blocks are farmed 
specifically for Vintage Reserve that yield 2.5 tons/acre. Lots sourced 
from other high elevation sites in Sonoma Valley add weight to the 
midpalate and a juicy component to the well-structured Cabernet 
Sauvignon from our cooler climate estate vineyard.

TA S T I N G  N O T E S
“The 2015 Vintage Reserve checks in as a blend of 76% Cabernet 
Sauvignon, 11% Cabernet Franc, 6% Malbec, 5% Petit Verdot, and the 
rest Merlot, all aged 20 months in 65% new French oak. Deep 
ruby/purple-colored with a stunning nose of currants, Asian spices, 
tobacco, and graphite, it hits the palate with a full-bodied, deep, 
layered, yet seamless profile....it doesn't lack for tannin or structure, 
yet it's beautifully balanced and has an awesome finish. This is an 
incredibly classic, old-school Cabernet Sauvignon that's going to hit 
maturity around age 6-8 and cruise for two decades or more.”
